They were
site casting with Berkley Gulp 4-inch molting shrimp pattern “In fact, the two winning fish came off
the exact same bait. We caught roughly twenty to twenty-five fish today,” stated Troy.

Rounding out the top five boaters were Carl Hardy and Robert Carter of Jacksonville, FL (13.64-
pounds, $5,300); Scott Guthrie and Mark Sepe of Jacksonville, FL (13.64-pounds, $3,100); Larry
Fowler and John Lulay of Titusville, FL (12.76-pounds, $2,100) and Buck Jones and Erin Deemer of
Apopka, FL (11.92-pounds, $1,500).
